In the the Name of God, Amen, I Legion Bollinger, of Said County biing(being) in good health and of perfect mind and memory thanks be given unto God call unto mind the mortality of my body knowing that it is appointed for all men once to die do make and ordain this my last will and testament and first of all I recommend my soul unto the hands of Almighty God that gave it Amen, And as touching such worldly Estate where with it hath pleased God to blefs(bless) me with in this life I give devise and dispose of the same in the following manner and form, in the first place I want my honest Depts paid and in the second place I will and bequeath to Catherine my Dearly beloved wife the following propertys to wit all the property that is in the house accept two beds, the one bed is to go to Polly Bolick and the other is to go to Anna Bowman but if she sees cause to have some property sold she can do so but the balance she is to have so long as she lives and she also is to have two head of Cattle & two head of hogs and all the grain that is sowd and planted for her first years soport(support) and after the first year Jacob A. Bollinger and Joseph F. Bollinger are to give her ten bushels of wheat and twenty bushels of corn twelve pounds of coffee and twelve lbs of sugar and salt piper spice and ginger so much as she needs and also one hundred and fifty lbs. of pork, lard and all as the hog or hogs are yearly, and she is to have one wash pot and she is also to have privilege of The House and garden and Jacob A. Bollinger and Joseph F. Bollinger are to mintain(maintain) there(their) mother and the are to take Care of her(.) the Plantation is divided J. A. Bollinger is the South side of the new line  J. F. Bollinger the North there deeds are made an deposit in my trunk and after my Death the are to have the deeds.


And after my Death my out property is to be Sold and after my Depts paid if there is any thing left it is to be divided between my six lawful heirs to wit.  M. Bollinger, J. A. Bollinger, L. L. Bollinger, J. F. Bollinger, Polly Bolich, Anna Bowman  and after my wifes Death all that is left her is to be sold then J. A. Bollinger and J. F. Bollinger is to have Twenty Dollars Each then if there is any thing left it is to be divided Eaquel among the six above named Heirs.
