Enclosed is a copy of a letter written 4 July 1978 by Thekla V. James of Sturdivant, MO, regarding the Bollinger Family.  As one can see, this paper is illegible, but it seems to be the paper referred to in Stephen Bollinger's letter of 25 September 1992.





The Fairgrove Church Cemetery tombstone transcripts were searched for the tombstone of Poly Bollinger SEABOCK with negative results.  This was searched under Poly Bollinger; however, if her second husband was a Seabock, her surname would have been also.





The 1870 Catawba County Census was searched for a Poly Bollinger or Seapock/Seaboch/etc. with negative results.  Where was she, then, in 1870, as she is said to have lived until ca. 1880.





Catawba County Marriages, 1842-1866, indicates that there is a Polly Seapoth who married a David J. Hawn on 5 May 1851.  George Seapoth was the Bondsman.





In Lincoln County Marriages, Polly Bollinger married Joseph Bolch on 17 April 1835.





There is no Seapock/Seaboch/etc. marrying a Bollinger.





Two articles regarding the Fairgrove Methodist Church in Conover,NC, are enclosed.  Land was donated to this church by Daniel Hoover and L. F. BOLLINGER in 1853.  According to the 1850 Catawba County Census, if the land was donated in 1853, by the process of elimination, L. F. Bollinger could only have been Legion Bollinger, who	was 65 years of age at that time.  Other Bollingers beginning with	the letter "L" would have been: 


Lucian, son of Legion, who was 18y old and in the same household as Legion.


Levi, aged 24y, married to Elizabeth.


Leon, aged lly, son of Michael and Catherine.





Legion Bollinger was b. ca. 1785 and d. 22 October 1857.  His wife was Catherine Bollinger.  She was b. ca. 1791 and d. ca. 1873 [she was 59y on the 1850 Catawba County Census].





Raleigh Bollinger was a school teacher.  He was b. 21 November 1875 and d. 13 February 1957.

I am pleased to have 1 ¼ pages of mimeo. Material regarding the Bollinger family.  Also, I have a filled-out form from the Historical Society requesting information on Legion Bollinger; this form was sent to me by a correspondent in Little Rock, since she did not have material on Legion.


From the Mannheim Twp (later Heidelberg Twp.) Will of Jacob Bollinger the emigrant, 5/27/1779, the following children are listed:


Jacob Bollinger and Anna Mary Bollinger, parents


1) Eve (Maria), birth recorded in Waldschmidt as of Sept 16, 1953


2) Abraham (eldest son)


3) Michael (over 18) gdn Jacob Jaschoy, Codorus Twp.


4) Christian Bollinger (over 18) gdn Jost Runck -[Christian of Heidelberg?]


5) Christine (may be a twin), may be Christine Seabaugh, Census of 1850, Bollinger Co., MO, age dating from 1777, NC


6) Jacob (died 1786?) I dont know where that date came from, but I believe he came to NC early in 1760’s exploring.   Henry I and II moved in 1768.  Jacob I’s son Jacob (named here) had eight children, four of whom died young, according to report Jacob III went to Adams Co.  However he would have been a little young.  Maybe his father was the explorer, or maybe Jacob II was the Jacob mentioned in the 1790 Census.  Either way a Jacob figures early in the indenture we have here.


7) Catherine (b. 1770) youngest daughter (Jacob Hagey of Codorus gdn.)


Legion  (Lucian) seems to fit the Christian listed above, even though the dates don’t seem to jibe, if Legion is born in 1785.  Johannes from the family of Jacob II was born in 1785.  Legion could have been Johannes second name.  But he is the brother of a Christian in that family.





The Runck name makes many things possible. A Runck (Rinke) was named in the school petition of 1773 with the name of Henry I or II, probably II.

Mrs. Orenia Bollinger has the greatest respect for the account of the early Bollingers, as given by Peter Conrad. But in her twelve year study of this genealogy, new versions have been affirmed.  If you wish to have these revisions, you are welcome to them.





We are interested in the relationship of Henry, Theobold, Philip and Amos Bollinger to Henry II.  These boys came to Missouri about 1804, became settlers in Missouri and Henry in Kentucky.  Their names may be in the record of Guardian Accounts, 1777-1925, which exist at Lincoln County Courthouse.





They may be children of Peter Bollinger, Adm. Anna Maria Kuntz, his sister.  They may have been financed by Christian, an Ephratan brother, never married, who left 1/8 of his estate to cousin Daniel, who may be the Daniel whose name appears on the requests for grants of land in 1812 at Jackson, MO Courthouse, as father of Henry, Theobold, Philip but we are unable to say who this Daniel was.  He was not the brother of George Frederick Bollinger.
